How much will | need in my 401k to buy the future lifestyle | want?

No one can tell you exactly. It depends on the lifestyle you want, how long you live after your full-time working career
ends and unknown future events and factors. However, it's probably going to be the most expensive purchase you'll
ever make — yes, more than your house. As you'll see, one way to reduce the price is by working longer.

Here’s a Big Fat Guess. This is much better than what most people have — which is no idea.
Don’t lose out! People who’ve made an estimate have on average about 5 times more money in their accounts than people who haven’t. s

What’s the estimated full price of my future lifestyle?

Think about how much money you’re now spending a year. How much more or less would you want to spend if today
was your last day of full-time work? Next, consider how long you expect to live after your full-time career ends. For
example, if you stop working full-time at age 65 and live to 90, you'll need income for 25 years (90 minus 65 is 25). If you
want to spend $40,000 each year for 25 years, the full price is $1 million ($40,000 times 25 is $1million).
